Why regular attendance matters

�x Build a sense of routine and responsibility, essential for future success 

 

Attendance support 

We understand that some pupils may face challenges that impact their attendance. Our school's 
attendance team is here to provide support and guidance to pupils and families in such situations. If you 
encounter any difficulties related to attendance, please do reach out to Mrs King at the school office or 
Mrs Anderson our Family Support Worker who will endeavour to support you. 

 

Acceptable reasons for absence 

We recognise that there are circumstances where a pupil's absence can't be avoided. 

Acceptable reasons for being absent from school may include: 

�x Illness: when your child is unwell, either physically or mentally, and unable to attend school 

�x Medical appointments: if your child has a medical appointment that cannot be scheduled outside 
school hours, please notify us in advance and provide relevant documentation (e.g. an appointment 
card) 

�x Religious observance: we respect the diverse cultural and religious backgrounds of our pupils. If 
your child needs to be absent for religious observance, please submit a request and the 
headteacher will review it 

�x Exceptional circumstances: in exceptional situations, such as family emergencies or unforeseen
