Tickets for the Santa Experience must be pre booked and will go on sale on Monday 13th 
November before and after school. Our elves will be on the nursery playground on Monday and 
Wednesday next week (at drop off and pick up). We have a number of time slots available 
throughout the afternoon but places at each session are limited. We would recommend booking 
early to ensure you get your preferred time slot.
